Catholic Q&A Topic:
Mercy and Reconciliation

Scripture readings recently celebrated the spirit of the
absolving graces of mercy.

In the Book of Genesis this week we heard the pleas of
Jacob, who in his latter days begged forgiveness from
his son Joseph for the wrongs of Joseph's brothers.

In a spirit of absolution, those pleas and fears were
assuaged.

Psalm 145 continues the message in praise of the
greatness and goodness of God:

"The Lord is gracious...abounding in mercy."

In Matthew 18 we encounter again the indebted,
unforgiving servant, who provides yet another example
of personal conduct and its consequences:

"...how often must I forgive?
Jesus answers, not seven times,
but seventy-seven times."

The Catechism teaches about the beneficence of the
"fruits of charity,"

citing Mercy as a key component of the fulfillment of
love; one of the works of justice

"pleasing to God."
Pope Francis wrote:

"He is the loving Father who always forgives,
who has that heart of mercy for all of us.
And let us also learn to be merciful with everyone."

The Pope recalled the words of Jesus at the fate of the
adulterous woman condemned to death:

“Neither do | condemn you .Go and sin no more."
These words, said the Pope,

"...are words of love;
and mercy leads to conversion."

Scripture and the Holy Father admonish the faithful to
learn to be merciful with everyone.

The Church also directs believers to the confessional
where conversion, mercy, absolution, and reconciliation
abound; part of the fulfillment of love.

Patience is rooted in Hope.

Life, like the church, is often burdened with evil,
smallness, and impurities. The Lord’s parables give us a
hope-filled perspective on all three.

Evil: in Jesus’ parable about the good farmer whose
enemy plants weeds at night, Jesus tells us that God is
not the cause of evil but permits evil to exist with good
out of his patient love. He will finally deal with it, but his
love lets things stay messy for a time.

Smallness: It's funny that Jesus says his kingdom looks
like ... wait for it ... a bush.

What a letdown! Yet this little
shrub still somehow has room
for all the birds of the sky. The
smallness of the Church, and
even our own little lives, still
provides plenty of room for all
whom God sends.

Impurities: divisions and hypocrisies in the Church and
our own hearts exasperate us. Recall that Jesus
compares his kingdom to a lump of dough with impure
leaven eating away at it and therefore making it expand.
It's the secret of the Cross. Not how we’d prefer it.

But finally, great news.

The field, the bush, the loaf: all three parables invite us
to embrace a patience rooted in hope: one day the field
will be weeded, the bush filled with birds, and the risen
loaf leaven-free. — Father John Muir
